CWC RECORDS IMPRESSIVE PERFORMANCE

Amidst economic down
turn, the Central
Warehousing Corporation
(CWC) achieved yet another
record turnover of Rs.849.25
crore during 2008-09 as
against Rs.776.23  crore
during the preceding year,
thus posting a growth of
9.41%. Such impressive
performance could be
achieved due to increase in
storage capacity by about 6.50 lakh MT and substantial increase in
capacity utilization (occupancy) to 82% as against 73% achieved
during previous year, mainly on account of increase in storage of
foodgrains and cotton procured by FCI and CCI/NAFED,
respectively. Besides, handling of containers at CFSs/ICDs and
revenue earned out of Container Rail Transport operations and Pest
Control activities also registered growth. Keeping in view the
excellent performance during the year, CWC declared dividend @
30% second time in the row. Shri B.B. Pattanaik, Managing
Director, CWC, presented a cheque of Rs.11.22 crore to Shri Sharad
Pawar, Hon’ble Minister of Agriculture, Consumer Affairs, Food &
Public Distribution on 27th October, 2009, being the dividend due to
the Government of India in the august presence of Smt. Alka Sirohi,
Secretary (F&PD), Shri A.K. Mangotra, AS & FA, Ministry of
Consumer Affairs, Food & Public Distribution and other senior
officers of the Ministry and CWC were also present on the occasion.
The aggregate dividend payout for 2008-09 is Rs.20.40 crore.

CWC is also exploring several new avenues in the fields of
Warehouse Receipt Financing and Warehousing & Logistics
Consultancy. It also intends to participate in the Mega Food Park &
National Horticulture Mission Schemes of the Govt. of India and
undertake development of Cold Chain Infrastructure & Terminal
Markets.
